Application Procedure 
 

Nutech Coarse Anti-Slip cannot be added to the sealer it must be cast onto the surface of 
the two pack product.   
To apply: 

 First mix the two pack product according to the manufacturer’s instructions 

 Apply the first coat usually diluted with the appropriate Thinners. 

 Apply to small sections at a time and cast the Coarse Anti-Slip onto the wet surface 
of the two pack product either by hand or mechanical means trying to achieve an 
even finish.  

 Use this method to apply to all areas that require the Anti-Slip product then allow 
the coating to dry.  

 Prior to recoating, the excess Coarse Anti-Slip should be removed either by broom 
or vacuum cleaner.  
 

 When applying the second coat make sure all the Coarse Anti-Slip is coated and 
therefore locked into the coating, more two pack product will be required for the 
second coat as the Coarse Anti-Slip will increase the surface area by 20 to 30 
percent.
